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9. Upload assignment materials (if not using a material from the list)
*Note: You must upload or select a rubric and upload a prompt, in order to continue the process of posting the
assignment.

10. Click “Continue”
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11. Student submissions will automatically populate
12. Click “Save as Draft” or “Post Assignment”
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*Note: If you click “Post Assignment,” the assignment will immediately be added to the assignment list
on your dashboard and sent to our Grading Team, if you click “Save as Draft,” the assignment will be
added to the “Draft Assignments” tab, and you can post the assignment from there at a later time.
